This is a supporting legal document which you should read before signing the Acceptance
of Funding Offer to enter into the Funding Agreement.

(1) Construction Industry Training Board (Registered charity numbers 264289 and SC044875) whose
principal place of business is Sand Martin House, Bittern Way, Fletton Quays, Peterborough, PE2 8TY
(‘CITB’ or ‘we’, ‘us’ or ‘our’);

and

(each a ‘party’ and together the ‘parties’).

Background

Definitions

“Annexes” means Annex 1 — Project Overview, Annex 2 - Payment Schedule, Annex 3 - KPI Summary,
Annex 4 — Candidate Eligibility Criteria, Annex 5 - Example Project Data Sheet and Evidence Requirements,
Annex 6 — Onsite Experience Fund: Reporting and Reviews, Annex 7 - Data Processing Information
“Asset” means any item capable of being purchased for money or money’s worth which has a continuous
useful life of one year or more, regardless of whether or not it is treated as such by your Accounting policy;
“Breach” means a failure to comply with any of these Terms and Conditions;

“Data Protection Legislation” Data Protection Legislation: all applicable data protection and privacy
legislation in force from time to time in the United Kingdom including the General Data Protection Regulation
((EU) 2016/679); the UK General Protection Regulation, the Data Protection Act 2018; the Privacy and
Electronic Communications Directive 2002/58/EC (as updated by Directive 2009/136/EC) and the Privacy
and Electronic Communications Regulations 2003 (S| 2003 No. 2426) as amended; any other United
Kingdom or European Union legislation relating to personal data and all other legislation and regulatory
requirements in force from time to time which apply to a party relating to the use of Personal Data (including,
without limitation, the privacy of electronic communications) and any other legislation relating to data
protection, the processing of personal data and privacy as a consequence of the United Kingdom leaving
the European Union; and the guidance and codes of practice issued by the relevant data protection or
supervisory authority and applicable to a party;

“Eligible Expenditure” means payments made by you during the Funding Period as defined in clause 2;
“Financial Year” means the 12 months from 1 April to 31 March;

“Funding Period” means the total period for which the Funds are allocated;

“Funding Offer Letter” means the signed and dated letter from CITB to you confirming the award of the
Funds;

“Match Funding” means the contribution to the funded activities to meet the balance of Eligible Expenditure
not supported by the Funds - the Match Funding details and any additional specific conditions relating to
this financial contribution are detailed in this Agreement;

“Onsite Experience” for the purposes of this commission, means an intervention designed to give individuals

To be considered employment and site-ready, all beneficiaries
must complete an Onsite Experience work placement;

“Prison-leaver” means a person who has been released from prison or is about to leave prison, and requires
support from the hub to secure their first employment, in-scope to CITB, on release;

“UK GDPR” has the meaning given to it in section 3(10) (as supplemented by section 205(4)) of the Data
Protection Act 2018.

1. Funding and Tax

1.1. CITB grants the Funds to the Project inclusive of any VAT if applicable, subject to the below clause
1.6.

1.2. The Funds will only be used by you and any participating businesses named in your application and
only for the Project.

1.3. The amount of the Funds shall not be increased in the event of any overspend by you in the delivery
of the Project.

1.4. You shall not be entitled to use the Funds to support candidates who have patrticipated in other CITB
funded initiatives without CITB’s prior written consent.

1.5. You shall promptly repay to CITB any money incorrectly paid to you either as a result of an
administrative error or otherwise. This includes (without limitation) situations where either an
incorrect sum of money has been paid or where Funds have been paid in error before all conditions
attaching to the Funds have been complied with by you.

1.6. You understand that our obligation does not extend to paying you any amounts in respect of VAT in
addition to the Funds and that the Funds we give are inclusive of any VAT if applicable.

1.7. You shall only use the Funds for the Project and shall not use the Funds to:

1.7.1. fund employees, directors or trustees other than those employees, directors or trustees
involved in the direct delivery of the Project; or

1.7.4. fund any capital expenditure unless agreed in advance in writing by us.

2. Eligible Expenditure

2.1. ‘Eligible Expenditure’ means payments made by you during the period that the Funds are allocated
for the purposes of the funded activities of the Project.

2.2. All expenditure must be claimed net of any VAT that is recoverable from HM Revenue and Customs.

2.3. Where agreed in advance in writing by us, Eligible Expenditure also includes retentions for building
work where these are held by you until the work has been completed satisfactorily.

2.4. A paymentis defined as taking place the moment when money passes out of your control.

2.5.  You must not deliberately incur liabilities for Eligible Expenditure in advance of need; nor pay for
Eligible Expenditure sooner than the due date for payment. The following costs must be excluded
from Eligible Expenditure:

6.1.2. ‘Background IPR’ shall mean IPR owned by you or a third party not created under this
Agreement but needed for the performance of the Agreement or for use and exploitation of
Foreground IPR.

6.1.3. ‘Foreground IPR’ means IPR created by you or a subcontractor for the Project.

Any advertising, presentation or media coverage by you and training materials, activity or products

connected to the Project shall acknowledge CITB’s funding and must comply with CITB’s branding

guidelines (as contained in CITB’s information pack), as amended from time to time.

We own all the new creative content arising from this Project and may share this across the industry.

Payment

Payment of the Funds will be made for the fulfilment of the Project and subject to:

7.1.1. clause 14.1 (Withholding, Suspending and Repayment of Funding) of this Agreement and
your confirmation that payments made by you during the period that the Funds are
allocated for have not been funded or part funded by, or cannot be claimed back from,
another third party; and

application as detailed in Annex 2 and Annex 3.

7.1.3.  receipt by us of a properly rendered drawdown invoice quoting the relevant purchase order
number.

Incomplete or unsatisfactory evidence, confirmation and/or documentation will be returned unpaid;

late claims may not be paid.

You acknowledge and accept that CITB has the right to vary, withhold, retain and/or require

repayment of all or part of the Funds paid directly from you.

Any payment of the Funds received by you that is required to be repaid shall be immediately repaid

by you to CITB as a debt on demand, or on it first being discovered by you, whichever occurs first.

Subiject to clauses 7.1 to 7.4, we shall make payment within thirty (30) calendar days of receipt of

the drawdown invoice.

For CITB, the Contract Manager (detailed in Schedule 2 (Acceptance of Funding Agreement) shall

be the programme manager, or such other person appointed in their place, and they shall provide

guidance and assistance on all matters relating to this Agreement. The CITB Contract Manager’s
decision in relation to the submission of evidence and the fulfiliment of the Project in respect of clause

7.1 shall be final.

There are considerable pressures on the funds available, failure by you to discuss any

problems/issues concerned with evidence-based staged payments, and the fulfilment of the Project

with us may result in funds being redistributed back into the fund. CITB reserves the right not to make
the relevant staged payment to you in such circumstances.

If you enter into a contract for any activities relating to this Agreement, you must specify in any

contract that all valid invoices issued by the contractor to you will be paid by you within thirty (30)

calendar days of receipt. We will not pay invoices received from your contractors.

You shall take all reasonable steps to satisfy yourself that any third party, which you engage with, in

relation to funding under this Agreement, is suitable in all respects to perform the services required

to deliver the funded activities as set out in this Agreement including Annexes 1 (Project Overview),

2 (Payment Schedule) and 3 (KPI Summary).

We may ask you to co-operate and participate in research and to arrange for our researchers to have

access to the beneficiaries of your Project.

Indemnity

You shall indemnify and hold harmless CITB including its employees, agents, officers and
subcontractors from and against any and all third party actions, claims, loss, damage, costs,
demands, expenses (including reasonable legal fees) and all other labilities arising from the Project
or incurred by reason of the actions and/or omissions (including without limitation infringement of IPR
rights) of you in relation to the Project, nonfulfillment of obligations of you under this Agreement or
your obligations to third parties.

Insurance

You shall, at your own cost, effect and maintain adequate insurance in respect of all risks which may
be incurred by you arising out of your performance of the Project and this Agreement.

12.1.2. the terms "Data Controller”, “Data Subject”, "Data Processor", “Joint Controller”,
"Personal Data", "Process", "Processing”, “Sub Processor” and ‘“appropriate
technical and organisational measures” shall have the meaning prescribed under the
Data Protection Legislation.

obligations (and approved by CITB in writing) in connection with this Agreement.

Both parties acknowledge that CITB and the Recipient are each a Controller in respect of the Shared

Personal Data that is the subject of this Agreement and that they are not joint Controllers (as defined

within Data Protection Legislation) save where a specific agreement is made to that effect between

the parties.

This clause 12 sets out the framework for the sharing of Personal Data between the parties as

Controllers. Each party acknowledges that one party (referred to in this clause as the Data Discloser)

may disclose to the other party Shared Personal Data collected by the Data Discloser for the

purposes of this Agreement (the “Agreed Purposes”).

Each party shall comply with all the obligations imposed on a Controller under the Data Protection

Legislation, and any material breach of the Data Protection Legislation by one party shall, if not

remedied within thirty (30) calendar days of written notice from the other party, give grounds to the

other party to terminate this Agreement with immediate effect.

Each party shall:

12.6.4. Not disclose, release, amend, delete or block any Shared Personal Data in response to a
Data Subiject rights request without first consulting the other party wherever possible;

12.6.5. Assist the other party, at the cost of the other party, in responding to any request from a

12.6.10. Provide the other party with contact details of the Data Protection Officer or any other
designated person confirmed in writing as the point of contact and responsible manager
for all issues arising out of the Data Protection Legislation, including the joint training of
relevant staff, the procedures to be followed in the event of a data security breach, and
the regular review of the parties' compliance with the Data Protection Legislation.

The Recipient shall fully indemnify and keep indemnified CITB, its officers, servants or agents

against all claims, awards, costs, professional fees and disbursements etc. of dealing with any

claims made in respect of information subject to Data Protection Legislation which claims would not
have arisen but for the act, omission or negligence of the Recipient or its staff, agents or contractors
or sub-contractors.

You undertake to inform all candidates at the point of registration with your hub that their data will be

shared with CITB who will use it for project and performance monitoring, and evaluation purposes,

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Annex 1 — Project Overview

Overview

CITB’s Onsite Experience programme (the “Programme”) is in its fifth year of operation delivering pre-
employment and work trial interventions in England and Wales. CITB wish to continue delivery of the Onsite
Experience hub model in six areas in England and Wales as follows:

Cardiff City Region
Greater London
Lancashire
Leicestershire
South West England
South West Wales

The Programme will commence on 1st April 2025 for a minimum of 12 months with the option for CITB, at
its sole discretion, to extend the Programme.

This fund is designed to support pre-employment interventions, exclusively for new entrants to construction
with some limited exceptions. The interventions must include an onsite experience work placement, and
may include short duration construction training, coaching, careers information, advice and guidance,
observation and coaching in soft skills, and CSCS or other training and testing. Your pre-employment
programme must be developed in conjunction with construction employers and must meet their standards
for potential new recruits into construction.

The candidate’s pre-employment programme and work placement should typically last between two to four
weeks and must not include longer term qualifications or reskilling/upskilling for the existing workforce. The
“onsite experience” is a site-based work placement, which must take place on a live construction site and
not a simulated construction environment, such as a training facility or practice area. The placement must
allow the candidate to participate in real construction activities in order to expose them to the realities of
what working in construction entails as well as getting a feel for the construction environment and culture.

The aim of the Programme is to equip candidates to become employment and site-ready before they are
recruited which could involve employability training, short duration construction training, CSCS cards and
work experience.

The duration and structure of the placement should not be determined by the hub provider but by the
prospective employer’s requirements. To qualify for funding, all candidates signed off as employment and
site-ready and moving into employment must have completed an onsite experience placement.

Match funding:
Match funding is not a requirement for this fund.

Capital expenditure:

The Fund does not support any form of capital expenditure including any fixed assets, equipment, computer
equipment, IT systems or software
